The insurance industry funded Institute for Business and Home Safety will open a new disaster lab in Richburg South Carolina. The $40 million research center has a six-story high chamber that can hold 9 2,300 square-foot homes on a turntable. These homes can be subjected to winds generated by 105 fans mixed with water from the 750,000 gallon water tanks to simulate a category 3 hurricane. This will supplement our understanding of the impact of natural disasters on buildings gained from smaller wind tunnels and computer simulations. Wall Street Journal 10-19-2010 P B6
