The construction and design firm rankings by sales volume are also widely followed— mostly for firm promotion. 

Possibilities of new government funding for construction projects are covered. There is some reporting of new technical developments, but the scope and depth of these reports has declined and continues to decline.

Journal of Light Construction

This 24-year-old magazine focuses on single-family residential and very light commercial construction. It is written by builders and remodelers for builders and remodelers, and is very trade oriented and hands on. The articles include material and tool brand names, and offer enough detail to fully understand the described technique or process.
